
Istanbul, 1545: BARBAROSSA, fleet 
Admiral of the Ottoman Empire and 
scourge of the Mediterranean, defeats an 
uprising by his son, who seeks control 
of a mystical object.

He killed Raoul, 
but Vaughn escaped with the jewellery 
box. 

 CAMERON, the mastermind behind the 
attack, takes possession of the box from 
Vaughn. Cameron 
has all eight boxes and uses them to 
unlock what he thinks is Barbarossa’s 
treasure; but is actually 
the first in a line of clues. The key to 
translating the clue lies with a poem 
taught to the original owners 
of the boxes. A poem passed down 
through the generations. A poem now 
known by only one man: K. 
 
K, Selina and Tarik go on the run with 
Vaughn in pursuit. A deadly game of 
hide and seek with death 
as the prize ... but K’s had enough of 
running and takes the fight to Cameron. 
Whoever finds the 
treasure controls the game and K is 
nobody’s pawn. 
 
K’s QUEST is an action packed treasure 
hunt across the Mediterranean.

In 
the first film: French-Algerian brothers: 
K and OSANNE, 
arrive in London for a botched heist. 
Osanne is imprisoned, leaving K lost 
and alone in the unfamiliar 
city. His aptitude for violence brings 
him to the attention of London’s mob-
sters where he finds a 
mentor, TARIK, and falls for Tarik’s 
daughter: SELINA.  
 
A mysterious adversary dogs K’s every 
step. His men murder Osanne and half 
of K’s new friends 

before K forces a show down. In the 
climactic battle, K discovers they’re 
searching for a jewellery box 
which belonged to his mother. 
VAUGHN, Tarik’s trusted lieutenant is 
working for the other side and 
nothing is quite what it seems. K de-
feats his enemies and rescues Selina; 
but is left with questions:
